. For years now | have had an urge to go sailing on a large catamaran that has the
capability to cruise in comfort. So when the opportunity arose to have a look at a 40 footer
out of Mooloolaba, | was more than pleased to take up the offer.

The yacht was a Lavezzi 11.9 metres and is imported by EC Marine Pty Ltd based at
Noosa Heads on Queensland’s Sunshine Coast. EC Marine's Director Peter Cohen
accompanied us on the afternoon of our test and was able to provide a good degree of
background on the cat. She is French designed and sleek in looks. Designed and built by
Fountaine Pajot, the world's leading builder of cruising catamarans (in fact the company
has built more than 1,300 catamarans since commencing operations in 1983), the style is
typical of what to expect from a country so strong in yacht design and technological
innovation. As you walk aboard, you step on the aft holds that house the motors. The yacht
was powered by two 27hp Yanmar sail drives (however the standard engines are 18hp)
and the compartments are separated from the rest of the yacht by a bulkhead that ensures
the noise is left behind when under the iron sail. The Yanmar diesels are very economical
units and provide the added option of cruising under power if the breeze is a bit light.

The Lavezzi 40 is one of two Fountaine Pajot cats recently imported to Australia by EC
Marine - the larger Eleuthera 60 footer has already been sold and is now sailing the
